	We are experiencing outbreaks of gastrointestinal (GI) illness on various units throughout the hospital. 
If you are going to visit a patient on a unit that is currently on quarantine (which means restriction of 

patient and staff movement to and out of unit among other measures to control transmission), you may be
advised to reschedule for when the unit is free of GI cases. If rescheduling is not possible due to the long 
distance travel of the visiting party or for some other urgent reasons, visiting may be allowed after 
clearance from the attending physician and that the patient you are visiting is not exhibiting gastrointestinal 

symptoms. 
If you are yourself having symptoms such as nausea, vomiting and or diarrhea, please notify the staff at the visiting

Visiting Center and request to reschedule as above.

Please read the attached information on Norovirus & control measures. We encourage that you practice 
strict handwashing with soap and water prior to handling food, before and after eating, after using the 
bathroom, after contact with contaminated substance or surfaces, and before and after leaving the visiting 
area.
As soon as the current outbreak is fully resolved, we will publish that information on the Patton Web site.
