State Hospital First and Second Quarter Expenditures  

The Department of State Hospitals (DSH) Report on State Hospital Financial Activity 
is enclosed. The report is prepared in accordance with Item 4440-011-0001, 
Provision (11) of the Budget Act of 2013 which requires DSH to report State Hospital 
allotments and expenditures. This report includes State Hospital allotments, actual 
expenditures, and projections for FY 2013-14. 

Allotments and Expenditure Detail 

State Hospital allotments are based on the FY 2013-14 Budget Act. Future 
allotments will include pending employee compensation adjustments for retirement, 
health, and maximum salaries. 

State Hospital actual expenditures reflect activity for the first and second quarters of 
FY 2013-14, July 1, 2013 through December 31, 2013. Projected expenditures 
reflect expected state hospital activity from January 1, 2014 through June 30, 2014. 

Savings realized as a result of the activation delays at DSH-Stockton fund retention 
of staff to serve the current population at DSH-Salinas Valley and DSH-Vacaville 
until patient transfers to DSH-Stockton occur.
